The NDIS (National Disability Insurance Scheme) is a proposal to replace Australia’s nine different, dysfunctional disability systems with a single, simplified national system.
 
All Australians are entitled to receive medical support from Medicare. But there is no legal entitlement for support if we are or become disabled.
 
We want a new NDIS to:
·         Fairly allocate funds based on need, when needed
·         Ensure that people with disabilities and/or their families can decide use of funds received to support better lives
